The original registration certificate is required for all animals six months of age or older and the MUST be shown to the Show Secretary at the time of check in.

The original registration certificate or duplicate application stamped by the ADGA or  AGS office is required for all animals under six months of age and this MUST be shown to the Show Secretary at the time of check in.

9.
No copies of the registration certificate or the stamped duplicate application, telegrams or phone calls will be accepted in lieu of the original certificate.  Faxed stamped duplicate applications are acceptable for animals under six months of age.

10.
No health papers are required to show, however, animals crossing the state line will need health papers.  Animals showing evidence of sickness, disease or contagious lesions will not be allowed on the grounds.

There will not be a supervised milk out.  We feel that it is your responsibility to milk out and/or relieve your animals so as to show them with a comfortable level of milk.  Please be considerate of your animals.
